Grading Policy

Tests/Quizzes
Students will take a Pre and Post assessment. The Pre assessment score does not count toward the student grade. The Post assessment is the final exam and is worth 50 points. Quizzes (at least 3) will be assigned at the teacher’s discretion. Each quiz is worth 25 points.
Novel Projects

Students will complete three novel projects (one every 6 weeks). Each novel project is worth 100 points and includes a proposal, two journal entries, the main project, and a reflection piece. These scores will equal about 20% of the overall grade. 

Library Information Science Activities

Students will complete activities that focus on library management and the research, evaluation, presentation, storage and retrieval of information resources. These activities may include, but will not be limited to, writing literature reviews, AND learning and using Microsoft Publisher, a scanner, a die-cutting machine, a laminating machine, and online resources (Wordle, Good Reads, , etc.). Each activity is worth 10-100 points and combined may equal 500 points which is about 34% of the overall grade.
Participation/Daily Duties 

Students will complete daily duties (including circulation, shelving and maintenance) and record their progress on a Weekly Performance Report. Attendance and participation are of utmost importance in this class. Students should think of this class as a job and strive to be an exemplary employee. Each Weekly Participation Report is worth 25 points. Students will lose points for being tardy, absent or not working on library related tasks. There will be at least 16 Weekly Participation Reports for a total of 500 points. Participation and daily duties will equal about 33% of the overall grade. 

Extra Credit
Students may complete extra credit to make up for lost points. Extra credit work may not exceed 100 points total during the term (totaling 7% of the total grade). Extra credit assignments and activities are posted on the LIS web site and may be complete any time throughout the stated grading periods. 
Home/Class Work 

Students will be able to complete most assignments in class unless they have been excessively absent or not used their time wisely. All assignments are posted on the LIS web site by the month and week so students may work ahead, but weekly lists are subject to change and must be checked daily.
